Did someone forget to tell you that when we were initiated into Jesus… through 
baptism’s washing,[a] we entered into His death? 4 Therefore, we were buried 
with Him through this baptism into death so that just as God the Father, in all 
His glory, resurrected the Anointed One, we, too, might walk confidently out of 
the grave into a new life. 5 To put it another way: if we have been united with 
Him to share in a death like His, don’t you understand that we will also share 
in His resurrection? 6 We know this: whatever we used to be with our old sinful 
ways has been nailed to His cross. So our entire record of sin has been canceled, 
and we no longer have to bow down to sin’s power.
