CHOOSING FAITH OVER FEAR HAPPENS WHEN...

1. I TRUST GOD’S AND GOD’S

For the Lord had said to Abram...

“To your offspring | will give this land.”
Genesis 12:1,7

Sarai was unable to become pregnant and had no children. Genesis 11:30 NLT

And Sarah had faith. So God made it possible for her to become a mother.

She became a mother even though she was too old to have children. But

Sarah believed that the God who made the promise was faithful.
Hebrews 11:11 NIRV

Abraham and Sarah were old by this time, very old. Sarah was far past
the age for having babies. Sarah laughed within herself, “An old woman
like me? Get pregnant? With this old man of a husband?”

her as you see fit.” Then Sarai treated Hagar so harshly that she finally
ran away. Genesis 16:4-6 NLT
